Di!erences between Apple's Active 
Directory plug-in and third party solutions are also 
covered.

Discover which Windows services support Kerberos 
and how the Mac client integrates with these 
services.

Chapter 10 - Network Home Directories
ConÞgure and troubleshoot Mac clients to use 
network home folders hosted on a Windows 2008 
server.

AFP server solution for seamless Þle and print 
sharing between Mac desktops and Windows 
servers.
